Scholarship Program

The Daniel M. Kerrane, Jr. Foundation is pleased to announce a partial scholarship program for DMK scholars who have obtained their AA degree and wish to continue their education.  DMK will provide up to $100.00 per credit hour payable directly to the student for educational expenses at a public or non-profit college or university of their choice.  The maximum award for fall and spring semesters is $1500.00 per semester and $500.00 for the summer semester.  
In order to accept this scholarship, secure funds and renew each semester, the following terms must be met.  Students must: 

1) Attend both the orientation and midterm seminars for DMK scholars. This may include taking on a leadership role at these sessions.  Dates of these events will be provided to continuing students via e-mail and direct mail. 

2) Continue to maintain a 2.5 GPA each semester. It is the responsibility of the student to supply the DMK, Jr. Foundation with official grade reports at the end of each semester. The scholarship cannot be renewed until grade reports are received and reviewed.

3) Submit proof of the completed financial aid process at their college.  This must be provided before the DMK, Jr. Foundation will release funds. 

4) Provide the DMK, Jr. Foundation with appropriate contact information for the college where they are attending, so scholarship documentation can be sent to the financial aid office.  All scholarship monies must be reported so as to not endanger student financial aid. 

5) Conduct oneself in a manner consistent with that described in the CCC student policy manual.

6) Be willing to speak and participate at fund raising events and/or marketing of the DMK scholarship at local high schools and colleges.

7) Authorize the DMK Jr. Foundation to film, photograph, and document their experiences in the DMK scholarship program.

To be eligible for this partial scholarship, recipients must understand and agree to the following requirements and restrictions:

· This partial scholarship will apply only toward Bachelor degrees.  The DMK, Jr. Foundation will not fund graduate work.

· Students must EITHER transfer to Bachelor’s completion program upon completing their Associate’s degree 

OR

· Stay connected and engaged with the foundation by participating in all DMK seminars while waiting to return to college. The DMK, Jr. Foundation values alumni participation, and will give special consideration to alumni who remain an active part of our scholarship program.
· Decisions regarding the partial scholarship for students who wish to transfer to a Bachelor’s program without obtaining an Associates degree will be considered on a case by case basis.

Disclosure:

I understand the above criteria for receiving and renewing the Daniel M. Kerrane, Jr. Foundation post-AA partial scholarship program, and agree to abide by these terms.  I understand that scholarship awards are based on the availability of funds.  The Daniel M. Kerrane, Jr. Foundation reserves the right to stop scholarship recipient’s monies should expectations not be met according to the rules expressed by the DMK, Jr. Foundation.
