The Daniel M. Kerrane, Jr. Mentoring Program aims to create connections between students attending City Colleges of Chicago and members of the broader community in order to help students achieve their academic and life-long goals. The DMK, Jr. Foundation facilitates these connections by establishing one-on-one interaction between mentors and scholarship recipients, and through larger outreach initiatives. The mentoring program is part of the DMK, Jr. Foundation’s larger mission to provide access to higher education for those who would otherwise be unable to attend college.  It is designed to offer an educational support system that will increase graduation rates, thereby allowing for a greater range of post-graduate opportunities.
Many of the DMK, Jr. Foundation mentors are successful students, graduates, and professors who are knowledgeable of the issues facing CCC students. Others are members of the community that have special insight into what it takes to be successful in one’s career. All mentors can make referrals to appropriate campus and community resources.

DMK, Jr. Foundation mentor responsibilities include the following:

· Meet with the student once a month for an hour. Regular interaction (e.g. telephone and/or email communication) with the student is also encouraged.
· Regular correspondence with DMK, Jr. Foundation staff regarding the student’s academic situation.
